e Feature Flag implementation and flag (presented by Mike J when ready)

o Presented formal mechanism for addressing features, but suggested not adopting. Too
many issues and we (EdgeX) handles optional features (like Security) in our own way
today.

o No disagreement with this decision

e Future meeting topics (in order of priority)

o Revisiting holding and when work needs to enter holding (and what it takes to get out)

o Acceptance of DS and testing needs - how to bring a new device service from holding to
the EdgeX repos (presented by DS WG — lain, Tony)

o Bound checking issue (presented by Tony)

o Apache 2 licensing requirements (per Tony E message and Brett P (LF) and Ducan
(I0Tech) responses. Whether it was necessary and wise to move code from EdgeX org to
holding only to go back to EdgeX org again (vs just make a new repo directly in EdgeX) -
initially covered in Jan 15, 2020 TSC



Discussion around Snaps (CI/CD — dependencies); may need some refactoring; Core and
DevOps to address this issue first.

Forward and backward compatibility definitions & test cases to insure backward
compatibility — potential future meeting discussion (TBD)
