· However things that are reported privately to the security issues list shall be treated as private and discussed, classified and acted upon as appropriate.

Jim: Let us update the SIR process to record this decision and submit it to the TSC for a vote/approval. Jim suggests putting the edits in the wiki in a different color and have it reviewed by the EdgeX TSC and others interested, then voted and when approved, change the color.
Bryon: what is the review process and flow for ADRs .. pull 41 in docs
Colin: if a new developer went to developer.md .. would they become aware of the secrets best practices? Perhaps we could add a pointer to the ADR. Colin: are the ADRs a well known place where developers can go for information?
Tony: Postgres can run without a password. Kong use of postgres .. but if configured without a password postgres … what is the recommendation?
In a multi-Kong environment, the instances are not synchronized without a persistence layer. Kong’s DecK utility makes use of declarative configuration. Colin plans to explore this in more detail to see if we can eliminate a lot of the EdgeX boiler plate. In particular running Kong without Postgres.
Bryon: someone on our slack/mailing list asked about making tokens programmatically.
Colin/Tony to create an issue and collaborate on it.
Cloud - ADR 140 pull - for running containers in OCI environments? Hanoi/LTS
Bryon: what do people consider as a backward compatibility breaking change. -- Tony to weigh in.
Colin access issues to the various repositories with the power to assign issues and make commits.
