Discussion and action items as a result of meeting in RED.
Old business

Go Lang Version
Action from last meeting:  agreed to use 1.9 for all Go work for Preview release for January.  Jim will check with Tony to make sure this isn’t going to upset things in device service area. 
Tony ok with this.  Considered adopted – Jim will update Contribution Go wiki page.
Go Repos names
Action from last meeting:  Jim to check with Tony and then work with Jeremy to get repos for all Go work.  
· Repos have been created and are being populated now by all teams.
· All agreed on naming for now.  Naming may be addressed at the face-to-face meeting as it may not conform to language preferences.

Go Versioning (not vendoring)
· Glide is our vendoring tool of choice
· Any tools used/recommended for versioning Go code?
Action from last meeting:  need more research.  Hyperledger Fabric uses Go so we should look at that. Jeremy owns looking into what other LF Go projects use.
Jeremy – recommends having a version file in the root.  
Fede and others are ok with the approach.
Jeremy Action:  Will dig deeper into Hyperledger.
Tony Action:  also looking into from canonical viewpoint; may be in a header.
Jim Action - look at Hashicorps projects (e.g. Consul) and other popular Go works
All Action: research and be ready to make determination in next meeting.

Status of Go Work
· Action from last meeting:  status of Go SDK/DS from Tony.
· Tony – hope for good push over holidays.  May be stretch goal for Preview release.
· Jim Action:  to set expectations at next TSC.  Core services and export services to be delivered and should provide good indication of future.  May not be 100% feature complete (example:  export services may not tie into Consul yet).

New Opens
Makefile for each go service
· From Jeremy:  Using Makefiles in the root of the repos.  An example from Cavium for export-go for example is: https://github.com/feclare/edgex-export/blob/makefile/Makefile.  The idea being each go service would define it's own Makefile for building and running tests (I could help out with this obviously).  The bad part of this is that we would have duplication across repos, the good part is that it would be easy for developers and users to compile locally (Make is ubiquitous)
Jeremy – would like eventual consensus, but doesn’t have to be today.  Would like same actions defined in each.
Tony – what’s in the Makefile?
Jeremy - Make test, make clean, make build, etc.
Fede – see https://github.com/drasko/edgex-export/blob/master/Makefile 
The sample Makefile we are start working
Jeremy – yes cross compilation – done by Makefile
Tony – what is the Makefile giving us that we can’t do with Go today?
Jeremy – abstracted away the details and makes it easier for developer – one command test or build, etc.  Can have it set Go Path, Go Root, etc.
Fede – one place for how you compile for instance which is good for CI
Action:  all take a look and be willing bring suggestion/vote.
Jeremy will mock up without so we can compare to Makefile from CI perspective.  Have available well before next meeting.
