with Delhi
● Research and design on a new application services layer to replace the existing export 

services layer of EdgeX will be published with Delhi (implement by Edinburgh
● Research and recommendations on options for a MongoDB replacements will also be 

announced with Delhi (intention of offering changes by the Edinburgh)
● Develop a Wiki page for EdgeX value add/extensions/replacement services (code that is 

available by community but not in EdgeX)
